Join us for a leisurely stroll through the historic Gaslamp Quarter in San

Diego! The day begins with a relaxing drive down the coast to “America’s Finest

City.” The first stop of the day is at the William Heath Davis Historic House

Museum. You'll learn about pre-civil war military officers, San Diego founder

Alonzo Horton, and why it's called the William Heath Davis House but William

Heath Davis never lived in it! You'll discover why the entire home (and nine oth-

ers) were shipped to San Diego from Maine in 1850, why it was once considered

the “county hospital” and why the owners lived in the house until 1981 without

electricity! Each room is decorated to represent a different period in the life of

this engaging historic home. Next, you'll be met by a local historian as you set

out to explore the Gaslamp Quarter. Your guide will vividly recreate the late

1800’s, when the city near the waterfront fell into disrepair and the “Stingaree”

district flourished.The tour highlights the largest collection of restored Victorian style commercial buildings on the west coast, and an
eclectic array of architectural styles. Along the way, you'll discover the haunts of famous former resident, Wyatt Earp, and learn the
significance of the colored marbles! The tour will conclude with lunch at the Urban Grill, in the heart of the Gaslamp Quarter. This
quaint restaurant offers guests a three-course luncheon beginning with soup or salad, your choice of entree and dessert. After lunch,
you'll have some free time to explore the Gaslamp Quarter at your leisure or do a little shopping at Horton Plaza.
